CONSECUTIVE TRIALS
Dear Mr. Imre,
I wish to you and your colleges, All the best.


Please “define” for me the term “Consecutive trial” in pole vault, in order to apply the rule 180, §17 (Time allowed to trials). 
EXAMPLE – CONSECUTIVE TRIAL
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	A:    Cleared 5.00 in his 3rd attempt. He is the 1st athlete to try again in 5.20. Is the trial in 5.20 considered “consecutive” for him or not? Is the time allowed (3) minutes as consecutive trial or only 1 minute?
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To my understanding, 

Consecutive Trial, Considered when the same athlete jumps again, no matter in which height. The Rules allow the athlete to -catch his breath- and give him (3) minutes in “consecutive” trials. 

The officials in Athens allow -for years- only (1) minute, because “the trial is in new height”.  Nowhere in the Competition Rules (2018-2019) says that.
